sixteen. My work experience is listed later on. 

My daughter Sian is at university doing a teaching degree in 

primary education. During the holidays she sometimes does 

work experience with me, and is insured and CRB checked.  

 

She 

is vaccinated yearly, and wormed and de- fleed every three 

months. She is extremely loving and very friendly towards 

children.

 House 

 

Our house is big with five bedrooms on three floors.  Due to fire 

regulations the children I mind will not be allowed on the top 

floor. We do not have a garden and for this reason I shall be 

taking the children out daily.  

 

 Outings 

 

The house is two minutes walk from Oldway Mansions and not 

much further to Victoria Park – so there will be every 

opportunity for outside play. 

 Paignton beach is ten minutes walk away. I plan to have a daily 

program of activities involving fresh air (weather permitting) 

and healthy fun exercise. Our trips will also involve local 

attractions; I will obtain parental permission prior to these trips. 

We visit the library for rhythm and rhyme twice weekly and 

toddler groups in Preston and Sure Start in Paignton. All outings 

are done on foot or by bus or train. Outings include Paignton 

zoo, Living Coasts and Teignmouth Water Park.

 I provide fresh fruit or snack in the morning and afternoon. 

The fruit is organic and supplied and delivered by Riverford 

Organics. We have water or milk to drink.

My own children attend university and Churston Grammar 

School. I pick up daily from Oldway and we are literally next-

door.

All childminders are regulated by Ofsted with regard to the 

number of children we are allowed to have at any one time. I am 

registered to have six children under eight, of which only three 

may be under five, and two under one.

 I am open from 7am until 7pm, Monday to Friday. I am 

closed on Bank Holidays 
 

 

 Fees  

 

I charge £3.60 per hour or part thereof. 

Payment is either monthly in advance, or weekly by arrears 

whichever you prefer. 

If your child is off due to sickness or holiday full fee will be 

charged to retain their place. Hours will be as per your agreed 

contract.

If your child needs to take medication regularly, this can be 

arranged. Please ask for more information.

2. Wet weather attire i.e. coats, hats, shoes etc 

3. Hot weather: sun-hats, sun cream 

4. Nappies, baby wipes and creams 

5. Snacks are provided i.e. fruit, biscuits, drinks but all 

meals, packed lunches and bottles must be supplied by 

you.

If 

your stay is during term time all the children I care for will be 

less than four years of age.
